PICTURE BOOKS
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 Gong Gong (Grandfather) is coming from China to live with Helen’s family.  Helen is excited, but worries how she and her siblings, who only know English, will communicate with Gong Gong, who speaks only Chinese.  This is a warm cross cultural and multi generational story.  Grades (K-3)
[image: image3.emf][image: image4.emf]Nancy is helping Ni Ni (Grandma) in the kitchen when a letter arrives from China.  Ni Ni  grows sad when she reads that her childhood home in China is being torn down, along with the chrysanthemum-filled garden and fish pond she has always loved.  Goldfish and Chrysanthemums shows us all how one young girl can make a difference in the lives of the people she loves.  (Grades K – 3)
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 When Blue Hat, Yellow Hat, and Little Red Hat wake to a world covered in white, they hurry outside to play.  What could be more fun than a day spent building a snow house with your sisters?  Little do they know it, but their happiness is also warming the heart of a neighbor lady whose own sisters moved away long ago.  This is a joyful text that bridges young and old. (Grades K-adult)
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Xiao Mei is both excited and apprehensive as she heads off to Shanghai, China, to meet her extended family.  Will her relatives accept her, a girl from America who is only half Chinese?  Ed young’s exquisite drawings touchingly highlight this story of adventure, self discovery, and the bonds that tie families together. (Grades 2-5)

Aaron loves the corner where he lives.  Right next to his house is his dad’s shop, Cincy Tire and Wheel.  Aaron is always ready to help move the old tires to his tire mountain.  But Aaron’s mom is tired of living in the city.  She wants someplace where Aaron will have room to run and play.  Aaron comes up with a great way to convince his mom that there is plenty of space to play in right here on their corner.  (Grades 1-3) 

Young Jonathan, the son of a beekeeper, isn’t sturdy enough to help his dad with some of the farmwork, but when his mom stays up late one night to make beeswax candles, he puts his own skills to work modeling small wax animals and insects to decorate the candles – which sell out quickly at the farmer’s market.  Bee facts buzz through this very human story about a child trying to please his father.  Large watercolors. (Grades 1 – 3)

CHAPTER BOOKS AND NOVELS

Third graders Dawn, Kayla, Jonathan, Anthony, and Carmen relate the events of the school year in poems about their lives both at home and at school.  This is the first book that Andrea has both written and illustrated. (Grade 3-Adult)

[image: image10.emf][image: image11.emf]The most important thing in the world to Sarah – American-born Chinese – is the recent departure of her best friend.  Tina has just recently moved to Cincinnati from Shanghai, and is trying to make sense of a whole new world.  The two girls are paired together in school, as if Asian appearance were proof of parallel lives and experience. It’s the daily, common stuff of childhood intrigue that finally manages to connect their stories and forge a friendship. (Grades 4 - 6)
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In 1952, eight year old Peti’s Hungarian relatives come to live with his family in America.  His cousin Gabor is a sullen boy who argues with his parents and bullies Peti.  His uncle cannot seem to find a job so Peti’s mother has to find work instead.  Finally with the help of a librarian, Peti has new insights about himself and a new resolve to stand up for himself.  (Grades 4-6)

[image: image13.emf]Twelve year old Juli wants neither a dowry nor the dancing lessons that her mother has long planned for her.  Studious and smart,  Juli dreams of a career, not of marriage.  Juli finds herself defying her mother in order to help a new friend.  Through this painful episode, Juli and her mother grow to better understand themselves, each other, and how the past has shaped them.  (Grades 5-9)

As a young girl in Budapest in the 1930’s, Marika dreams of growing up to be a scientist or maybe an explorer.  Then, when Marika is fifteen, the Germans occupy Budapest, and war surrounds her.  Her ordinary life disintegrates as her friends and family separate.  Forced into hiding because she is Jewish, Marika begins to understand the fragility and strength of the bonds between family and friends. (Grades 6-Adult)

In Budapest after the war, when Kata’s family first returns from hiding, they are glad to be alive and hopeful that life will improve.  But the secret police is questioning everyone about their loyalty to the Hungarian Workers Party, and conditions seem to be worsening.  The eleven year old Kata helps her mother sew the bears they will sell on the back market in order to help their family survive. (Grades 6-Adult)
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Jerome is staying with his Aunt Geneva and her family, now that his mother has passed away. Aunt Geneva tries to make Jerome feel welcome, but his cousins are not happy about the new ''member'' of their family. Through his friendship with Mr. Willie, Jerome finally finds a place to call home.  (Grades 5-Adult)
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Sharon can hardly believe it when her parents tell her that her little brother, Di Di, will spend a year with their grandparents in China.  This reassuring story is a gentle tribute to the enduring love of family even when it is tested by a difficult choice. (Grade 3-6)
